“Pakistan-Poland Bllateral Relatlons

Preston University hosted a
talk on ‘Pakistan-Poland
Relations’. The referenced
event which was organized
by the Society of Global
Civilizations (5GC),
Islamabad was held at the
Islamabad Campus of the
University in February 2017, i
The distinguished Guest Speaker on the occasion was H.E. Pmtr Opalinski, Amhassadnrnf -
Poland to Pakistan. Dr. Abdul Basit, Chancellor Preston University and Patron 5GC, Islamabad
was also conspicuous by his distinguished presence at the event.

In his comprehensive discourse on the occasion the Polish Ambassador to Pakistan, H.E. Piotr Opalinski unfolded the history of Pakistan-Poland relations over the decades.
He said Polish ties with Pakistan date back to 1940 when a number of Polish families migrated to Karachi. Between August 24, 1942 and December 31, 1944 over thirty
thousand Polish refugees were housed in refugee camps and were settled in Karachi. In 1939, the then Soviet Union under Joseph Stalin had annexed Eastern Poland,
forcing Polish intellectuals, scientists, technicians, and others to emigrate and seek refuge in neutral countries. More than 30,000 Polish citizens sought refuge in Karachi,
which was then governied by the British Empire. Some remained in Karachi, becoming citizens of the newly established State of Pakistan in 1947, Ambassador Opalinski
further informed that some Polish academics joined the faculty of Karachi University, teaching courses ranging from physical sciences to social sciences. After the
independence of Pakistan, Wiadystaw Turowicz, along with thirty Polish officers and technicians, contributed to and assisted in the establishment of the Pakistan Air Force,

Talking about Polish-Pakistan defence ties the Polish Ambassador
said that the defence ties between the two countries have been
very strong and historic, He said in 1948, Prime Minister Liaquat
